Regulatory Updates:
Jody Zabolio (NACWA Update):

· PFAS continues to be the main topic of concern. Key questions include when regulations would take effect, if they will take effect, and how strict they would be.
· NACWA will be participating in the national fly-in in April. During the fly-in, they plan to talk to congressmen and representatives, and hopefully the new administrator will make an appearance.

· NACWA is also keeping an eye on what the new administration will mean for the EPA and other related matters.
· Next TACWA meeting will be in the new event center of UTRWD, not in Flower Mound.

· The public notice for the surface water quality standards were published in July, 2024. 
· TCEQ is having a stakeholder meeting for the Surface Water Quality Standards on March 27. The agenda will include the current status of EPA's review of the previously proposed water quality standards. 
· TCEQ is still working on how to develop standards for TDS, chloride and sulfate for implementation. Other topics will include proposed toxicity criteria, Table II, nutrient criteria, primary contact recreation update framework and site-specific criteria based on the recently completed recreation and aquatic life sustainability studies. 

· The plan is to have a proposed agenda in November this year and begin public comment period at that time and then have a public hearing in that and adopt those revised standards in May of 2026. After that, it will go to the EPA for their review.
