The Guidance includes procedures for
evaluating surface water quality data which is used to develop the Texas Integrated Report of Surface
Water Quality for Clean Water Act Sections 305(b) and 303(d), including the 303(d) List of Impaired
Waters.

Federal Regulatory Update: Not expecting any changes with EPA Region 6 due to the change in the
EPA Administrator. New blending rule is expecting in late 2018 or 2019.

Texas Regulatory Update: We have a concept memo on the 312 Biosolids Rule. Comment period to
open up on November 2" and close on December 5™ of this year. It is expected to be adopted in May
2019.
